A Autobiographical memory has two
features:

I Like episodic memory, it enables you to
remember personally experienced events at a
specific time and place

I Autobiographical memory is accompanied by a
sense of reliving as well as the belief that the
remembered event actually occurred
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Improving memory with SenseCam

A Autobiographical memory critical to quality of life
I Forms basis for semantic memories

I Guides actions, builds self  -concept, creates bonds

A SenseCam records experiences

I Without conscious thought or intrusion

I Captures events from patient Os

I Plays back quickly in simple  -to-use, easy -to-view

A Subsequent viewing of image sequences
I Cues recall & so consolidates storage of memories
